Produced from the historic Napanook v ineyard in Yount v ille, California, Othello is 
a wine that expresses the singularit y of it s exceptional terroir and is accessible and 
enjoyable in it s youth.

A Bordeaux blend, the wine is forthcoming with lovely aromas of red fruit , round, 
silky tannins and an abounding brightness.

It was at the famed Napanook v ineyard that Christ ian Moueix established Dominus 
Estate in 1983. An historical site, it was the source of fruit for some of the f inest 
Napa Valley wines in the 1940’s and 1950’s. Notably, the v ineyard’s history can be 
t raced back to Napa Valley’s beginnings, when in 1838 George Yount, for whom the 
town of Yount ville was named, f irst planted grapevines there. Today, the v ineyard 
produces three wines : Dominus, it s f lagship, Napanook, and Othello.

A model for it s sustainable farming practices, the Napanook v ineyard has been 
hailed for it s dr y - farming, which shuns watering the v ines, thus spurring them to 
draw deeply on the land’s unique geology. Meticulous v it icultural and winemaking 
practices are undertaken with the objective of producing wines that are pure, 
balanced and complex. Minimal inter vention and rest raint throughout the process 
of grape berr y selection, fermentation and aging preser ve the character of the fruit . 
The result ing wines are an expression of this unique v ineyard.

In 2021, Dominus Estate received it s CCOF (California Certif ied Organic Farmers) 
cert if icat ion for organic farming practices.

Lots of blackberries, dark cherries and hints of orange peel and bark in the aromas.Medium- to 

full-bodied with fine creamy tannins that caress the palate. The tannic tension give this focus and 

brightness. 85% cabernet sauvignon, 9% cabernet franc and the rest petit verdot. Hard not to drink 

now, but better in two to three years.

The 2021 Othello, is a blend of 85% Cabernet Sauvignon, 9% Cabernet Franc, and 6% Petit 

Verdot. Deep garnet-purple in color, it skips out of the glass with bright, cheery notes of fresh 

blackberries, juicy black plums, and redcurrant jelly followed by hints of graphite, black olives, 

menthol , and lavender. The medium to full-bodied palate is light on its feet and lively, with soft 

silt-like tannins and bright crunchy red and black fruit f lavors, f inishing with a minty lift. 1,000 

cases were made.
